How do | use Spanish books at home?

Depending on your child’'s age, ask your child to :

. Find a specific letter

. Sound out words

. Find a word in Spanish they recognize
. Teach you a word they know

. Read to you




Reading Books That Feature Spanish Vocabulary

. They often will include a glossary and pronunciation
guide.

. Talk about the ways that people use and mix languages.

. Ask your child why the author might have chosen certain
words to appear in Spanish.

. Ask your child for help with pronunciation.

. Give them a chance to be your teacher!




Reading Bilingual Books

. Take turns reading aloud.

. Read the book in one language before reading it
in the other language.

. Talk about different ways to say the same thing.
. Turn it into the scavenger hunt.
